Grade 5 answer (following format)
In Chapter 2, Stevenson creates mystery and fear when we learn that Jekyll has left everything to Hyde in his will. This is evident when Utterson returns back to his home – it is clear that the sight of the will deeply troubles him. This creates mystery and fear as we wonder why Dr Jekyll, a respected doctor and gentleman would willingly leave everything he owns to Mr Hyde who we know from Chapter 1 is a violent and brutal man. 
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Grade 8/9 answer 

In Chapter 2, Stevenson introduces the notion that there is a strange association between Dr Jekyll and Mr Hyde when Utterson appears truly troubled by the contents of the will. Stevenson’s description of Utterson’s fitful sleep following this discovery creates suspicion as Hyde appears to be a dangerous and clandestine character – although Utterson has yet to confront him personally. This creates a sense of dread in anticipation of their first meeting. Furthermore, Dr Jekyll is personally omitted from the text until the third chapter and what we have learned about him up to this point is conjecture. This is deliberate of Stevenson as we make our own speculations about the nature of the relationship between Jekyll and Hyde – which could be very sinister due to what we know of Hyde thus heightening mystery and fear from the very outset of the novella.
